Título: Transnational Law and the formation of new forms of power control in a society of informational.
ABSTRACT

This paper analyzes the implications of digital technologies in the building up of a new society of control and their effects on the formation of a supranational law. We turned from a hermetic disciplinary society into a fluid society of control, but the systematics remains the same, except for its new tools. By means of a hierarchical relation, this model imposes a specific behavior on a variety of individuals, creating a perfect imprisonment through the exerting of biopower. These controlling roles are reinforced by consumism culture and by the society of spectacle, which turns individuals into goods, not only when it investigates the world wide web users’s profile, but also when it categorizes them as workers and potential consumers, with a view to maximizing profit. This new order permeates all cultures limitlessly, and it is characterized both by a universality, in the sense that its notion of law is timeless, and also by a unitarian trace, due to its absolute center command, with a view to perpetual peace and justice to all individuals. This utopia, which aims at occupying the whole systemic space in a totalizing way, finds its counterpart in the formation of a proletariat as a new emerging power which, through its linguistic tools and interactive communcation, might build up the corporative structure required for its libertation. By means of making use of the machinery network connection as a biopolitical tool, the proletariat acts as an autonomous agent of production. In a computerized society of control which produces discriminatory conducts, the ‘crowd’ rescues its own identity by taking from its controllers the right to build up its own collective history. 
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
